Overview:
This course builds off of skills learned in 3-D Design.  Students will be using critical thinking skills to solve “art problems” through ceramics, sculpture, jewelry and textiles. Student will be developing skills and exploring new processes using clay, recycled materials, wood, stained glass and much more. In addition to production, each lesson involves an element of art history, aesthetics and both written and verbal critiques of their work and the work of others. Second semester requires that each student design a body of work that they feel demonstrates their investment in 3-D design.

Course Objectives:

· Understand the origins and history of sculpture, ceramics, and textiles
· Recognize significant sculptors, ceramicists, and artists from history
· Demonstrate knowledge of the elements and principles of design and understand how they are used to create three-dimensional artwork
· Discuss 3-D concepts and fundamentals
· Begin the process of understanding and practicing 3-D abstraction
· Demonstrate investment and document it though photographed portfolio.
· Student is able to use critical inquiry when expressing thoughts, opinions and facts through both written and verbal context
